Project Title: Evaluating a service model for management of hypertension and diabetes among low and middle- income patients enrolled on M-TIBA in Nairobi, Kenya
Unit: Health and Systems for Health
Objectives: 
1. To assess the acceptability of, and feasibility of implementing  a combination of technology driven financing and home based management model of care for diabetes and hypertension
2. To evaluate the effectiveness of home based monitoring model of care for hypertension and diabetes on blood pressure and blood sugar control
3. To evaluate the cost-effectiveness of scaling up the home based monitoring & financing model
Duration: The project will run until December 2020
Deliverables: A range of activities from:
· site visits;
· Assisting in data collection;
· Data cleaning, analysis; and 
· Drafting reports and manuscripts.
Project Two
Proposed Project Title: Changing Food Systems in Kenya and Malawi and the Challenge of Tackling Antimicrobial Resistance (AMR)
Unit: Health and Systems for Health
Project objectives: 
1. To evaluate the relationships between changing urban diets incorporating increased meat consumption, transforming food systems and the use of antibiotics in agriculture. It will do so through a focus on the poultry sectors of Kenya and Malawi, in particular the urban contexts of Nairobi and Lilongwe. 
2. To generate culturally and geographically sensitive approaches to antibiotic stewardship in the diverse poultry farming and supply chain contexts of Nairobi and Lilongwe in ways that support the implementation of Kenya’s and Malawi’s AMR National Action Plans.
Project duration: Two years

· Attend study meetings with partners, and study participants;
· Contribute to literature review;
· Get involved in qualitative data collection;
· Participate in data analysis; and
· Participate in and contribute to report and paper writing.


Project Three

Title: Right to Food (Exact topic to be allocated once in session)

Unit: Maternal and Child Wellbeing

Project Summary: 
Ending hunger by 2030 is one of the core Sustainable Development Goals (SDG) targets, and the right to adequate food is a human right recognized under international legal frameworks. The right to food protects the right of all human beings to feed themselves in dignity through food production or purchases. Although it is provided for in the 2010 Kenyan Constitution, it is not actualized for many, particularly those living in poverty. 
The urban poor are particularly negatively affected, with over 80% of households in urban poor settings in Kenya being food insecure. As a possible consequence, high levels of malnutrition have been reported, with close to half of children under five years being stunted, and close to a third of women of reproductive age being underweight. There is need for actions to improve the situation.
Dr. Elizabeth Kimani-Murage, through a Wellcome Trust Public Engagement Fellowship, is implementing the “Right to Food Project. The project uses public engagement approaches including photovoice, digital stories, magnet theatres, human library, participatory mapping, participatory theatres, radio shows, community dialogues, focus group discussions and key informant interviews among others.
Project objective:
1. To stimulate dialogue on the nexus between the Right to Food and the lived experiences with food insecurity among urban poor populations in Nairobi as evidenced by research. 
Project Duration: Project runs until 2021.

· Coordination of public engagemebnt activities;
· Participate in public engagement at community level and among change agents such as policy makers and the media;
· Monitoring and evaluation, 
· Development of engagement materials and publications;
· Capacity building for Community Organized groups; and

Project Four
Project Title: Quality of post-abortion care project in Burkina Faso, Kenya and Nigeria
Unit: Population Dynamics Sexual and Reproductive Health 
Project objectives: 
1. To survey PAC clients in a random sample of health facilities across Kenya using exit interviews;
2. To survey facilities assessing their capacity to provide basic and comprehensive PAC; and
3. To conduct in-depth interviews with women treated for post-abortion problems on their experiences and perceptions of the quality of care received, as well as health service providers about their notions of what constitutes quality PAC.

Deliverables: 
· Data analysis and report writing;
· Dissemination of the findings; and 
· Manuscript writing.
Project Five
Project Title: Mapping scholarship and scholars on aging in sub-Saharan Africa
Unit: Research: Aging program 
Project objectives: To comprehensively profile the extent body of scientific literature, authors and HE teaching and training on aging in sub-Saharan Africa in order to inform the design of a responsive gerontology capacity strengthening effort for the region.
Specific objectives 
1. To map the landscape of geographical, substantive and methodological foci of peer reviewed published research on aging in SSA 
2. To map the professional profile and affiliations of the publishing authors
3. To assess the scope of present under- or postgraduate teaching or training in gerontology in authors’ and other (African) HE institutions
4. To identify key approaches used and challenges experienced in such gerontology teaching and training

· Visits to, and engagement with scholars and higher education institutions engaged in the field of aging; and
· Analysis of collected data and drafting reports and manuscripts
